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2009 ACTIVITY REPORT

Calendar year 2009 was a difficult year for our community. For the Network, donation activity was mixed. Organ donation was

down significantly but tissue and cornea donation increased. For example, in calendar year 2008, we recovered organs from 61
donors. In 2009, the number of organ donors dropped 30%. As shown in table 1 below, organ donation was at its lowest level in
more than five years. On the other hand, the total number of tissue and cornea donors increased to record levels. The numbe of
tissue donors increased 12% and the number of cornea donors reached an amazing high of 688 cases.

The reasons for the drop in organ recovery are not immediately apparent. The criteria for organ donation are very strict. Of the

2.5 million deaths that occur annually in the U.S., only 12,000 to 15,000 patients will be medically suitable to donate organs such as
the kidneys, liver, heart, lungs, pancreas, and intestines. The criteria for tissue and cornea donation are much less restrgtive, result-
ing in a higher number of eligible patients.

Table 2 shows the number of eligible organ donors by year and summarizes total organs recovered. The total number of tissue
and cornea donor is also shown in table 2.

Table 3 compares local (Southern Nevada) donor characteristics with the U.S. over the past several years.

The Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) monitors how effectively organ procurement organizations and

hospitals manage organ donation. To do this, the number of actual organ donors is divided by the total number of patients referred
who are medically eligible to be organ donors. The resulting percentage is the conversion rate. The CMS goal for all hospitals is a

conversion rate of 75% or higher.
